USING YOUR XTREME MAINS HAIR CUTTING SET

The ceramic mains clipper has "direct drive” for an easier, smoother and faster
cut.

Please read these instructions carefully before use.

Preparing for use

1. Remove all packaging and keep safe until satisfied with your product.

2. DO NOT plug in until ready to use.

Blade Alignment

e Your clippers were carefully examined to ensure that the blades were
aligned before leaving the factory.

e Blades must be realigned if they have been moved for cleaning or
replacement.

e To realign the blades, simply match the upper (ceramic) and bottom
(stainless steel) blade teeth up, point for point. The end of the top teeth
should be approximately 1.2 mm back from the bottom blade.

e If blade alignment is incorrect, turn off and unplug. Loosen the screws
slightly and adjust. Tighten screws after the blades are aligned.

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Your clipper does not need lubrication because of its special design, com-
bining stainless steel and ceramic blades. However, periodically oil the
blades to keep in pristine condition.

Blade Lever

The lever is conveniently located near your thumb (if you are right handed)
so it can be easily adjusted while the clipper is in your hand.

The lever adds versatility to your clipper by allowing you to gradually
change the closeness of your cut without an attached comb.

When the lever is in the upper most position, the blades will give you the
closest cut and leave the hair very short. Pushing the lever downward
gradually increases the cutting length.

In its lowest position, the lever will leave the hair approximately the same
length as a #1 comb.

The lever will also extend the use of the blades since a different cutting
edge is used in each setting.

In addition, if extremely heavy hair has jammed the blades, it will help you
remove hair that has become wedged between the two blades without
removing the blades.

While the clipper is running, rapidly move the lever from "close cut” to
"longer cut” a couple of times. Doing this each time after you have finished
using your clipper will help keep the blades clear from cut hair. If your clip-
per stops cutting and this does not help, your cutting blades are dulled.
Replace them with new blades.

Instructions for Hair Cutting

1. Protect clothing - place a towel around neck and shoulders.

2. Brush hair in the direction of growth using the comb provided.

3. If desired, select a cutting comb. The cutting comb setting numbers run

from one to ten, corresponding to the following cutting lengths:

#1 3mm #5 16mm
#2 6mm #6 20mm
#3 9mm #7 25mm
#4 12mm Plus: right/left taper

e To attach a comb, hold it with its teeth upward and slide it into and along
the clipper blade until the front of the guide firmly seats against the clipper
blade.

e Toremove the comb, simply pull the comb upward and away from the clip-
per blade.

e For even cutting, allow the cutting comb to cut its way through the hair. Do
not force it through quickly. Also remember to comb the hair frequently to
remove trimmed hair and to check for uneven strands.

4. Hair cutting lengths can also be shortened or lengthened by moving the
blade adjustment lever. For a closer cut pull the lever upwards and the
blades will move together. For more length in cutting, push the lever down
which will separate the blades.

5. Plug unit into a suitable mains supply. Switch on by pushing the On/Off
switch upwards.

6. Cut hair as directed in the Nicky Clarke Secrets of Clipper Cutting Guide.

Switch off - when not in use, push the On/Off switch downwards.

8. Ifthe clipper becomes blocked by excess hair while cutting, switch the hair
clipper off and unplug from the mains supply. Remove the cutting comb
and lightly brush hair from the clipper blades using the cleaning brush pro-
vided, before resuming use.

9. To remove the Cutting comb, simply push upwards firmly on the tab which
extends over the back of the cutting blade. This will release the cutting
comb from the clipper.

Note: If the blades are moving slowly or do not move they may be dirty or

clogged. To clean follow instructions in section Cleaning and Maintenance.

¢ Hold the clipper with a relaxed, comfortable grip.

¢ Use short strokes when using.

e Work slowly and precisely to achieve your desired cut.
e See Nicky Clarke Secrets of Clipper Cutting Combs.

HINTS AND TIPS

e Whilst cutting, hair may collect on top of the cutting guide. In order that
debris does not slow the motor down, frequently shake excess hair from

the clipper.
Always take off a little hair at a time, you can always trim off additional hair
later.

When in use, do not place excessive pressure on the clipper.

Switch the clipper off, ensure it is unplugged from the mains.

Remove the cutting comb and brush the blades with the cleaning brush
supplied.

Wipe over the casing and cutting comb using a soft damp cloth (moistened
only with water). Do not immerse the unit, cordset or plug in water or any
other liquid.

Ensure all parts are dried thoroughly with a soft towel before reusing.

Do not use harsh abrasives or cleaners.

Replace the cutting comb.

Note: Hair clippings should be cleaned from the hair clipper after every use.

7. To ensure this product continues to give excellent performance and
remains in pristine condition we recommend oiling the product annually as
part of your maintenance routine.

Storage

- Ensure clipper is completely dry, switched off and unplugged from the
mains before storage.

- Store in original box in a cool dry place.

- Ensure that the clipper is out of the reach of children.
